Through generous gifts in memory of three long-time members of Redeemer Lutheran, the congregation was able to purchase a 2-
octave set of Schulmerich handbells. The two octave set was selected by Margie Pacey, daughter of the late Helen Pacey, and grand-
daughter of the late Dot Pacey. The bells were also purchased in memory of Mr Bill Callies. Margie is currently a music teacher at
St Paul’s Lutheran Church and School in Austin, Texas. David Pacey Sr., Helen’s husband and Dot’s son, and Susie, Margie’s sister
are members of the Redeemer handbell choir.

The set has been expertly refurbished to like-new condition by Mark Bond, “The Bellman,” in Kerrville, Texas.

The instrument itself in hand, Redeemer Lutheran then took advantage of the starter kit available from Jeffers Handbell Supply,
complete with instructional DVD, foam, mallets, polish and gloves. Just as simple as this was finding eager new ringers in their
congregation!

Margie recommended that the group at Redeemer join AGEHR. The
Guild membership put the group in touch with so many resources for
ringers in their Area. Phyllis Kirk, Area VI Chair, was enthusiastic to
help the group get started. She invited the director, George Miller, to
a private lesson when she was in the area. Also, fellow Guild
member, Mary Katherine Kilgore of Fairhope United Methodist
Church, volunteered her time to get the group started by conducting 3
rehearsals for them. The group even received an offer of help from
Bill Moats, the Alabama Chair on Area VI’s Board.

After several weeks of preparation, the group performed for the
congregation for the first time on Sunday, September 12". The
congregation was so grateful for the gift of bells that were put into
service to the Glory of God at Redeemer! The bell program has not
only been a blessing to the congregation, but was a fitting and ideal
way to honor the lives and legacies of three beloved long-time
members of their church.

In 2008, Carol Lynn
was the Mass Ringing Conductor for the CORD (Central Oklahoma Ringers & Directors) Festival, and for the
Area V Festival where her winning composition, Fiesta Con Campanillas, was premiered. In 2009, she was the
Festival Conductor for the HEB Handbell Festival in Hurst, TX, and composed a commissioned piece for the
festival: I Sing the Mighty Power of God, published by Choristers Guild.

Carol Lynn holds membership in Texas Music Educators Association, American Guild of English Handbell
Ringers, and Sigma Alpha lota. She serves on the Handbell Committee of The Fellowship of United
Methodists in Music and Worship Arts. Carol Lynn is a published composer and an oboist. She and her
husband, Bob, have two daughters, Michelle Corazao and Jennifer Bollinger, and sons-in-law Marc Corazao
and Bob Bollinger.

under the direction of Jason Wells at Distinctly Bronze East 2010. We
. represented almost 10% of participants at the event (120 ringers total), and
serious MLEN T -/ were the second-largest represented state (behind North Carolina, home-state

A program of 12 pieces were prepared in mass over the course of 3 days -- a
thrilling challenge! Accepted by application (or alumni status), participants
received ringing assignments and purchased repertoire in June, then were
required to prepare the music in advance before meeting together in New
Bern in October.

Now in its 11th year, Distinctly Bronze East and West events are now led by
Jason Wells, who was handpicked by David Davidson, founding director,
last year. Many Area IX members will remember that Jason Wells was one
of our clinicians at the 2006 Area IX Conference/Festival in Edmond, OK --
and he proved to be very energetic and engaging as a conductor. Distinctly
Bronze participants now benefit from this energy as well!
